DAY 4 CAVE HILL

This is a once-in-a-lifetime exclusive invitation to visit the remote Pitjantjatjara Lands of Central Australia. You will travel
by 4WD deep into the desert to meet your Aboriginal hosts, the traditional owners of Cave Hill — the most significant art
site in Central Australia. Experience the culture and history of the Anangu, listen to the teachings from the traditional
owners, explore the Aboriginal songlines (stories), and enter the cave to survey the rock art of ancient times. (B, L)



DAY 5 MOUNT CONNER

This morning is free to relax by the pool. This afternoon you will enjoy the quintessential Aussie outback experience and
absorb the ambience of the Red Centre. Explore Mount Conner, situated on a vast, fully operational, privately owned
cattle station called Curtin Springs Station. You will discover an ancient inland salt lake. While you enjoy a glass of
sparkling wine, be captivated by the spectacular changing colours of sunset in the outback. Relish a three-course dinner
at Curtin Springs Station before heading back to Ayers Rock Resort. (B, D)
