Watch the delightful Avon Valley pass as the final stage of
your transcontinental crossing unfolds, heading into Perth
where your connection with the Indian Ocean begins. (B,L)

DAY 4 — ROTTNEST ISLAND

Make your way to Barrack Street Jetty and board the
Rottnest Express to unique, diverse Rottnest Island, 22km
offshore. A 90-minute air-conditioned coach tour around
‘Rotto’ takes you to some spectacular locations, including
Wadjemup Lighthouse and the boardwalk lookout at the
rugged West End. Enjoy a delicious lunch before exploring
the island at your leisure (make sure you see a quokka).
Return to Perth by ferry in the afternoon. (B,L)

DAY 5 — PERTH AT LEISURE

It might be the largest State in Australia, but its capital city
is a wonderfully compact centre packed with things to see
and do. Enjoy your day at leisure in Perth visiting Kings
Park, Barrack Square or the many museums and galleries.
