DAY 2 — INDIAN PACIFIC, BROKEN HILL AND ADELAIDE
Prior to breakfast, prepare for your Off Train Experience in
Broken Hill, the Silver City. Explore mining heritage through
visiting the Broken Hill Trades Hall and the striking Miners
Memorial that stands over the town or for a different take
on Broken Hill, go on a tour of the main drag with fabulous
local Drag Queen sensation, Shelita Buffet.

Art aficionados may opt to visit the captivating Living
Desert Sculpture site or take in the exhibitions at the oldest
regional art gallery in New South. Alternatively, ignite a
sense of nostalgia at Bells Milk Bar, an icon of Broken Hill,
sipping on malted milk while a performance by Cindy and
Johnny takes you back to the 50’s.

Breakfast is served back on board as the Indian Pacific
departs the Silver City. Travel south west through Ngadjuri
country for lunch onboard as the Indian Pacific enters the
southern tips of the ancient Flinders Ranges.

Arriving in Adelaide in the late afternoon, you'll transfer to
your accommodation, home for the next three nights. (B,L)

DAY 3 — BAROSSA VALLEY

Today delight your senses with boutique wine and food
touring to the historic Northern Barossa, with its 80 cellar
doors. You'll even visit one of the oldest vineyards in the
world, where Shiraz vines were planted in 1843. Enjoy
running commentary from your driver as you make your
way towards the fabulous Barossa Valley Region. You will
be guided though some of the best wines South Australia
has to offer. Tours are small groups up to eight people
only, to ensure a relaxed and unhurried day. Whether you
prefer red or white, there will be something to tantalise
and delight with tastings at three wineries throughout the
day and a delicious lunch with an accompanying glass of
wine included in your tour. (B,L)
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DAY 4 — ADELAIDE

Explore Adelaide at your own pace today or if you’d like to
extend your gourmet experience by visiting another wine
growing region, MclLaren Vale is the perfect option. (B)
