DAY 1 - ARRIVE PERTH

Start your journey in the Western Australian capital of
Perth. Check in to your accommodation and spend the rest
of the day at leisure, exploring the many attractions.

DAY 2 — ROTTNEST ISLAND

Make your way to Barrack Street Jetty and board Rottnest
Express, bound for Rottnest Island, 22kms offshore. On
arrival, a 90-minute air-conditioned bus tour around ‘Rotto
takes you to some spectacular locations, including
Wadjemup Lighthouse and the boardwalk lookout at the
rugged west end. Feast on a delicious lunch before
exploring the island at your leisure — make sure you meet a
quokka. Return to Perth by ferry in the afternoon. (B,L)

DAY 3 — PERTH TO EXMOUTH AND NINGALOO REEF

You will be transferred to Perth Airport, where your flight
to Exmouth transports you to another world. Your eco-
luxury accommodation for the next three nights, Sal Salis
Ningaloo Reef, is a beachside safari camp with just 16
wilderness tents, surrounded by the pristine bush and
beaches of the Cape Range National Park. Enjoy the day
exploring this beautiful location, which teems with native
wildlife. (B,D)

OVERNIGHT: 3 nights Sal Salis Ningaloo Reef

DAY 4 — NINGALOO REEF

Prepare for a life-changing experience. Depending on the
time of year, you have the opportunity to swim with whale
sharks (March to July) or humpback whales (August to
October) on spectacular Ningaloo Reef. These
opportunities are restricted to small groups, and you will
be escorted the whole way, travelling aboard a luxury
vessel guided from above by a spotter plane. Snorkels and
wetsuits are provided, and lunch is included. This is an
encounter with nature that you’ll never forget. (B,L,D)

DAY 5 — NINGALOO REEF

Today is yours to enjoy more of Ningaloo from your Sal
Salis Ningaloo Reef base. Go snorkelling along the coral
reef on your doorstep and swim among 500 species of fish,
250 species of coral and 600 species of mollusc.

Alternatively, join a guided walk-through spectacular
Mandu Mandu and Yardie Creek Gorges, go kayaking or try
your hand at fishing. (B,L,D)

DAY 6 — NINGALOO REEF AND EXMOUTH TO PERTH
Your morning flight back to Perth leaves the afternoon free
to take in more of the Western Australian Capital once you
are transferred to your hotel from Perth Airport. (B)

OVERNIGHT: 1 night Pan Pacific Perth

DAY 7 — BOARD THE INDIAN PACIFIC IN PERTH
Enjoy breakfast at your hotel before checking out and
being transferred to the Indian Pacific.

Your transcontinental adventure begins in Perth, where
you’ll gather with fellow travellers for a warm welcome and
a celebratory start to your journey. As the Indian Pacific
readies to depart, anticipation builds for the days ahead —
crossing the country from ocean to ocean, along the
world’s longest stretch of straight railway track.

DAY 8 — INDIAN PACIFIC, KALGOORLIE AND COOK

arriving in Kalgoorlie, Australia’s largest outback town. This
morning, delve into the region’s fascinating past and
present with a visit to its gold-rush heritage and the
modern-day Super Pit mine. Choose your Off Train
Experience to explore Kalgoorlie in your own way, with
morning refreshments included.

Reboarding mid-morning for brunch, spend the afternoon
at leisure on board. Relax with fine hospitality as the
endless sweep of the Nullarbor passes by. Crossing borders
and time zones, you'll arrive late evening in the near-ghost
town of Cook, South Australia. Once bustling, today only a
handful of residents remain, yet its stories endure. Step
into this outback outpost to explore the ghost-like town,
and as evening falls look skyward — here, under a canopy of
stars unspoiled by light, you'll join a guided stargazing
experience to spot the Southern Cross and other
constellations that shine bright with dazzling clarity. Later,
return to the train for a regionally inspired dinner and the

gentle rhythm of the rails as you continue eastward.

DAY 9 — INDIAN PACIFIC, ADELAIDE

Spend the morning travelling through the pastoral heart of
South Australia, with sweeping views of the Flinders
Ranges, Spencer Gulf, and the Adelaide Plains unfolding
beyond your window. A leisurely breakfast and lunch are
served on board, inviting you to savour the relaxed rhythm
of train travel. Mid-afternoon, the train arrives in Adelaide
where your journey comes to an end with memories made
for sharing.
