Immerse yourself in
the heart of the city with Icons of Adelaide, featuring a
behind-the-scenes tour and tasting at Coopers Brewery, a
scenic city drive, and a teppanyaki dinner at Shiki followed
by a twilight stroll to Adelaide Oval. Alternatively, visit the
Adelaide Central Market for a tour and exclusive sit-down
dinner.

DAY 6 — INDIAN PACIFIC, NULLARBOR PLAIN

cross this famous stretch of the Australian interior, the
ancient Nullarbor Plain, on the longest stretch of straight
railway track in the world.

After the pearl has been harvested, you
will be taken through the grading process and explore the
five key virtues that influence its value. If the pearl is
valued between $500 and $3,000 AUD, it is yours to keep.

As part of your tour experience, you will have the
opportunity to enjoy a taste of the rare and expensive
delicacy of pearl meat with a glass of Margaret River
sparkling wine.

Conclude your tour with a guided introduction to the Willie
Creek Pearls showroom and marvel at the stunning range
of pearl jewellery. (B)

facilities or explore the city of Perth. (B)
