Your journey begins aboard the Indian Pacific as you travel 
across the vast expanse of the Nullarbor Plain arriving in 
the West Australian capital, Perth. Here you will visit the 
protected nature reserve of Rottnest Island, before 
journeying way up north to Broome, the gateway to the 
Kimberley. Savour the extremes of what makes this part of 
Australia so unique and experience the majesty of 
Horizontal Falls. You’ll soar in a seaplane, witness the 
horizontal waterfalls in a cruise boat and soak up the 
amazing surrounds in Talbot Bay.

DAY 1 – BOARD THE INDIAN PACIFIC IN ADELAIDE 
Start your journey with a delicious welcome dinner 
before joining the Indian Pacific, where you can settle 
into your cabin or mingle with fellow travellers in the 
Outback Explorer Lounge. (D) 
 
OVERNIGHT: 2 nights Indian Pacific 

 
DAY 2 – INDIAN PACIFIC, NULLARBOR PLAIN 
Today is all about those amazing outback views as you 
cross this famous stretch of the Australian interior, the 
ancient Nullarbor Plain, on the longest stretch of straight 
railway track in the world. En route, the Indian Pacific calls 
in to Cook, once-bustling, now almost-ghost town that was 
originally built as a support town for the railway. 
 
Travelling further west, the next stop is at Rawlinna on the 
fringe of Australia’s largest sheep station for a signature 
dinner under a thousand stars (seasonal). (B,L,D) 

 
DAY 3 – INDIAN PACIFIC, PERTH 
Admire the delightful undulations of the Avon Valley and 
enjoy a final brunch on board as the final stage of your 
transcontinental crossing unfolds, heading into Perth. 
Transfer to your accommodation, where your Perth 
exploration begins. (B) 
 
OVERNIGHT: 3 nights DoubleTree by Hilton Perth 
Waterfront 
 
DAY 4 – PERTH  
It might be the largest state in Australia, but Western 
Australia’s capital city features a conveniently compact 
centre, packed with things to see and do. Enjoy your day at 
leisure in Perth visiting Kings Park, Barrack Square or some 
of the many museums and galleries. (B) 
 
DAY 5 – ROTTNEST ISLAND 
Make your way to Barrack Street Jetty and board Rottnest 
Express, bound for Rottnest Island, 22kms offshore. On 
arrival, a 90-minute air-conditioned bus tour around ‘Rotto’ 
takes you to some spectacular locations, including 
Wadjemup Lighthouse and the boardwalk lookout at the 
rugged west end. Feast on a delicious lunch before 
exploring the island at your leisure – make sure you meet a 
quokka. Return to Perth by ferry in the afternoon. (B,L) 
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DAY 6 – PERTH TO BROOME 
Your time in Perth comes to an end this morning as you 
join your economy flight to Broome. On arrival in Broome, 
you will be transferred to your accommodation and your 
base for the next two nights. (B) 
 
OVERNIGHT: 2 nights Pinctada Hotel Broome (formerly 
Kimberley Sands Resort) 
 
DAY 7 – BROOME 
The town of Broome is reputed for its history and its 
glorious pearling era. The day is yours to enjoy at leisure. 
Visit the fascinating Chinatown district, the historic city 
centre, and the Japanese Cemetery, dating back to 1896. 
This area’s past is marked by the immigration of numerous 
Chinese and Japanese workers who came to Broome for 
the pearl industry at the end of the 19th century and at the 
beginning of the 20th century. (B) 
 
DAY 8 – BROOME TO HORIZONTAL FALLS 
See the natural landscape change as the sun rises and sets. 
This morning you will depart Broome by coach and travel 
to Derby where you will board your awaiting seaplane for 
your scenic flight to Horizontal Falls.  
 
Jetwave Pearl offers an exclusive accommodation base for 
a maximum of 20 guests. Enjoy 24 hours of pure 
excitement with numerous power boat cruises, a guided 
fishing charter and relaxing cruise through the crystal blue 
waters of Talbot Bay and the ancient rock formations of 
Cyclone Creek.  
 
Cap off the day with a resident shark show and a cooling 
swim in the marine viewing platform. Savour sunset drinks 
and appetisers on the rooftop lounge or spacious decks 
before you dine on the catch of the day and quality local 
produce. (B,L,D) 
 
OVERNIGHT: 1 night Jetwave Pearl 
 
DAY 9 – HORIZONTAL FALLS TO BROOME 
This morning indulge in breakfast and enjoy a hot beverage 
while listening to the wildlife start their day. Get the 
camera ready and board the seaplane for your scenic flight 
back to Derby, flying low across King Sound, Cone Bay and 
an expanse of tidal flats. Once you land in Derby, your 
transfer will return you to your hotel late morning. The rest 
of the day is free for you to explore Broome at leisure. (B) 
 
OVERNIGHT: 1 night Pinctada Hotel Broome (formerly 
Kimberley Sands Resort) 

DAY 10 – FAREWELL 
After breakfast, check out of your accommodation with 
memories made for sharing. (B)
