Join a guided coach tour through the picturesque town of 
Halls Gap, taking in breathtaking vistas, including the 
stunning Boroka Lookout, or connect with nature on a 
guided walk to the tranquil Venus Baths. Prefer something 
indulgent? Spend the afternoon sampling regional wines at 
Pomonal Estate with a cellar door experience or at Fallen 
Giants, where you’ll taste and learn about the winery’s 50-
year heritage. For something new, visit WAMA 
Environmental Arts & Garden, a world-class destination 
blending environmental art and botanical gardens on the 
edge of Grampians National Park. 
 
Return to the train and continue travelling up the east 
coast, with a delectable dinner on board. (L,D 
 
OVERNIGHT: 2 nights Great Southern 
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DAY 2 – GREAT SOUTHERN, CANBERRA 
Wake up to breakfast on board, before stepping into the 
heart of the nation. Today is all about Canberra, 
Australia’s political and cultural capital. Following a 
coach ride to the city centre, choose from a selection of 
curated Off Train Experiences, each offering a different 
perspective on the city - reflect at the Australian War 
Memorial, explore the halls of Parliament House, or 
wander through the National Portrait Gallery, where 
stories of identity and influence come to life. Midday, 
gather at Old Parliament House for an exclusive lunch in 
this landmark setting.  
 
As afternoon turns to evening, return to the train in 
time for another gourmet dinner on board. Later, 
unwind with a nightcap in the lounge, or in your cabin, 
as conversation flows with fellow travellers and the 
Great Southern carries north underneath the Milky Way.

BRISBANE

Alternatively, take a stroll from the Urunga 
Boardwalk to the Beach with an Indigenous guide, who 
will help you spot native wildlife and teach about the 
history of the Gumbaynggirr people, with a 
demonstration of traditional tools and weaponry and 
the opportunity to see and taste bush tucker.  
 
After your Coffs Harbour morning, indulge in a final 
lunch on board before arriving into Brisbane, completing 
your coastal train journey. Once settled into your 
accommodation, the evening is yours to explore the 
vibrant river city (B,L)

DAY 4 - MT. TAMBORINE *
